He will come very suddenly, at an
hour when no man expects: as a thief in the night.

He will come in terrible majesty, in the glory of His
Father, with the holy angels. A flaming fire shall
go before Him.

many, very many, shall be cast down to hell. The
time for repentance shall be past. Many shall cry,
